OETRA Membership DriveOETRA Membership Drive   
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   The Five Fingers Equestrian 
Trails at Kaw Lake were origi-
nally blazed in 1978 by Ponca 
City native Grant Hodges, but 
had become overgrown from 
lack of use. Upon seeing this 
more than six years ago, Lori 
Young and Rick Boyd came up 
with a plan to restore the trails 
to their original beauty. They 
dreamed of a place where new 
and experienced riders could go 
to enjoy the scenic paths around 
Kaw Lake.  
   The trails from Burbank Land-
ing to Sarge Creek cover 20 
miles and 5,500 acres of Army 
Corps of Engineers land. Rick 
and Lori were persistent, work-

ing from their home at Rock-a-Bye 
Ranch, spending countless hours 
clearing and marking the trails. Theirs 
was a labor of love.  In 2010 they en-
listed the help of OETRA members for 
the first scheduled work week and that 
has now become a regular addition to 
the OETRA calendar.  
  This past October, Rick and Lori, 
along with co-hosts Patty and Vernon 
Brumley, guided a group of 28 OETRA 
members on a five hour ride through 
the Five Fingers and Kaw Lake trails. 

From the beautiful clearing in Pecan 
Grove to the winding paths through 
Flat Rock Falls and Wild Hog Hollar, 
each rider experienced firsthand the 
dedication Rick and Lori put into their 
project. 
   Midway through the day they en-
joyed lunch on the trail at Bugôs Cafe, 
a clearing in the woods overlooking 
the lake. After lunch they continued on 
through the Double Eagle trail where 
bald eagle sightings are common from 
December through March.  
   You can see the Bald Eagles  and 
the trails at Kaw Lake or yourself on 
January 21st on the first Eagle Watch 
Trail Ride led by Rick and Lori. Check 
the details in the OETRA Pleasure 
Ride Calendar on pg.

   About Sarge Creek Cove Located 
east of Kaw City on Hwy.
